Reason: Following the breakdown of a noise cancellation device, the investigation
identified that some particles from the magnet, inside the flow indicator, might
auto-ignite when getting in contact with pressurised oxygen. Such an event
could seriously impair the flight crew, jeopardising the flight safety.
This AD requires the replacement of the supply hose and radio cord assemblies
which restore the noise cancellation feature without impact on the
QAC/JTSO/TSO performances.

Required as indicated, unless accomplished previously:

(1) Within 6 months after the effective date of this AD, remove the supply hose
and radio cord assembly of the mask regulator and replace with serviceable
parts, in accordance with the instructions of Intertechnique Service Bulletin
(SB) MC10-35-233 (for MC10 mask regulators) or SB MF10-35-234
(for MF10 mask regulators) or SB MF20-35-33 (for MF20 mask regulators)
or SB MLD20-35-07 (for MLD20 mask regulators).

(2) After the effective date of this AD, do not install the affected mask
regulators on any aeroplane, unless modified in compliance with the
requirements of this AD.
