Applicability:
ATL-88/90-1B (commercially known as ATL-15SL) emergency parachutes, all variants, all serial numbers
delivered after 31 July. 2021.

Reason:

During the yearly inspection.of one of the affected emergency parachutes, it has been found that the length of
the modified ripcord between the pins was too large and, in some cases, only one of 2 loops of the parachute
could-be opened when the manual ripcord was pulled. The ripcord was modified in August 2021 following an
implementation of a.€change of design. The investigation is still ongoing, and it is expected that the manufacturer
will develop.a modification.

This condition, if not corrected, could cause a malfunction of the emergency parachute.

For the reasons described above, this AD requires removal from service the affected emergency
parachutes.

This AD is considered to be an interim measure and further AD action may follow.
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Required Action(s) and Compliance Time(s):
Required as indicated, unless accomplished previously:

Removal from Service:

(1) From the effective date of this AD, store the parachute in the unrigged condition in a storage container and
visibly mark that storage container with the words “Parachute not airworthy. Do not use until further notice.”
The storage container marking can be accomplished in any language acceptable to the competent authority.

Note: Since emergency parachutes are not considered “installed equipment” on aircraft, they are not subject to
Commission Regulation (EU) No 1321/2014 (Part M and Part ML). However, owners and users of emergency
parachutes, operating under EU regulations, are required to comply with an AD by Commission Regulation (EU)
No 965/2012, paragraphs ORO.GEN.155 (b) and NCO.GEN.145 (b), and by Commission Implementing
Regulation (EU) 2018/1976, paragraph SAO.GEN.120 (b), and by Commission Regulation (EU) 2018/395,
paragraph BOP.BAS.020.

1. If requested and appropriately substantiated, EASA can approve Alternative Methods " of
Compliance for this AD.

2. The results of the safety assessment have indicated the need for immediate publication.and notification,
without the full consultation process.

RAISON :

Lors de l'inspection annuelle de I'un des parachutes de secours concernés, ila été constaté que la longueur de
la poignée d’ouverture modifiée entre les goupilles était trop importante et que, dans certains cas, seule une des
deux boucles du parachute pouvait étre ouverte lorsque la poignée d’ouverture manuelle était tirée. La poignée
d'ouverture a été modifié en ao(t 2021 suite a la mise en.ceuvre d'un changement de conception. L'enquéte est
toujours en cours, et il est prévu que le constructeur élabore une maodification.

Cette condition, si non corrigée, pourrait conduire a un mauvais fonctionnement du parachute de secours.

Pour les raisons décrites ci-dessus, cette.CN, exige, le retrait-du service des parachutes de secours concernés.

Cette CN est considérée comme uné mesure-provisoire et d'autres actions peuvent suivre.

ACTIONS ET DELAIS D’APPLICATION :

Sauf si déja accomplies; les actions suivantes sont rendues impératives :

Retrait du service :

(1) A partir de la date d'entrée en vigueur de cette CN, stocker le parachute & I'état brut dans un conteneur de
stockage et marguer visiblement ce conteneur de stockage avec les mots « Parachute not airworthy. Ne
pas‘utiliser jusqu'a nouvel ordre ». Le marquage du conteneur de stockage peut étre effectué dans toute
langue acceptable par l'autorité compétente.

Remarque : les parachutes de secours n'étant pas considérés comme des « équipements installés » sur les
aéronefs, ils ne sont pas soumis au reglement (UE) n°1321/2014 de la Commission (Partie-M et Partie-ML).
Toutefois, les propriétaires et utilisateurs de parachutes de secours, opérant dans le cadre de la réglementation
de 'UE, sont tenus de se conformer a cette CN par le réeglement (UE) n°965/2012 de la Commission, paragraphes
ORO.GEN.155 (b) et NCO.GEN.145 (b), et par le reglement d'exécution (UE) 2018/1976 de la Commission,
paragraphe SAO.GEN.120 (b), et par le réglement (UE) 2018/395 de la Commission, paragraphe BOP.BAS.020.
