AMP Revision:

(3) Within'12 months after the effective date of this AD, revise the AMP by incorporating the
limitations, tasks and associated thresholds and intervals described in the applicable ALM, as
applicable to aeroplane model and depending on aeroplane configuration.

Credit:

(4) If, before the effective date of this AD, the AMP has been revised to incorporate the
maintenance tasks and limitations as specified in a previous revision of the applicable ALM, that
action ensures the continued accomplishment of those tasks and limitations.

Consequently, for an aeroplane to which that AMP applies, it is acceptable to accomplish the
new and/or more restrictive tasks and limitations as specified in the applicable ALM, as
applicable to aeroplane model and depending on aeroplane configuration, within the
compliance times as specified in the applicable ALM to comply with paragraph (1) of this AD.

For that AMP, it is acceptable to incorporate the new and/or more restrictive tasks and
limitations as specified in the applicable ALM, as applicable to aeroplane model and depending
on aeroplane configuration, into the AMP to comply with paragraph (3) of this AD.

Recording AD Compliance:

(5) When the AMP of an aeroplane has been revised as required by paragraph (3) or (4) of this AD,
as applicable, that action ensures continued accomplishment of the tasks as required by
paragraphs (1) and (2) of this AD for that aeroplane. Consequently, afterrevisingithe AMP, as
required by paragraph (3) or (4) of this AD, as applicable, it is not ne€essary that
accomplishment of individual action is recorded for demonstration of AD£€ompliance on a
continued basis.
