Affected location: Installation location of the sealing ring within the fuel pump set assembly having
Part Number (P/N) 128201 between the screw-in adapter having P/N 831099 and the fuel
distributor having P/N 128229, and between the screw-in adapter having P/N 831099 and the fuel
distributor having P/N 128228; and installation location of the sealing ring within the drainer
complete having P/N 128207 between the screw-in adapter having P/N 831099 and the drainer
attachment having P/N 128271.

Affected part: Copper sealing ring having P/N D7603-12016-CU installed in the affected location.

Improved part: FKM (Viton®) sealing ring having P/N 831984.

The SB: Stemme GmbH Service Bulletin (SB) P062-980082 Revision 1.

Groups: Group 1 powered sailplanes are those which have an affected part installed. Group 2
powered sailplanes are those which do not have an affected part installed.

Reason:
Occurrences of fuel leak were reported originating from the affected location.

This condition, if not corrected, could lead to further cases of fuel leak, possibly resulting in fire of
the powered sailplane.

To address this potential unsafe condition, Stemme issued the SB providing replacement
instructions for the affected part.

For the reasons described above, this AD requires replacement of the affected part with an
improved part and introduces part installation restriction.

Required Action(s) and Compliance Time(s):
Required as indicated by this AD, unless the action(s) required by this AD have been already
accomplished:

Replacement:

(1) For Group 1 powered sailplanes: From the effective date of this AD, before next flight after a
daily inspection, or a pre-flight check, during which a fuel leak is detected coming from an
affected location, replace the affected part at each affected location with an improved part in
accordance with the instructions of the SB.

(2) For Group 1 powered sailplanes: Unless already accomplished, as required by paragraph (1) of
this AD, within 100 flight hours after the effective date of this AD, replace the affected part at
each affected location with an improved part in accordance with the instructions of the SB.

Parts Installation:

(3) For Group 1 and Group 2 powered sailplanes: From the effective date of this AD, do not install
an affected part at any affected location, or any assembly having an affected part installed at an
affected location.

This may include reporting on the same or similar components, other than
those covered by the design to which this AD applies, if the same unsafe condition can exist or
may develop on an aircraft with those components installed. Such components may be
installed under an FAA Parts Manufacturer Approval (PMA), Supplemental Type Certificate
(STC) or other modification.

Des fuites de carburant ont été signalées a l'endroit concerné.

Si cette situation n'est pas corrigée, elle pourrait entrainer d'autres fuites de carburant, pouvant
provoquer un incendie du planeur motorisé.

Pour remédier a cette situation potentiellement dangereuse, Stemme a publié un SB contenant des
instructions de remplacement de la piéce concernée.

Pour les raisons décrites ci-dessus, cette CN exige le remplacement de la piéce affectée par une piéce
améliorée et introduit une restriction d'installation de la piéce.

Remplacement :

(1) Pour les planeurs motorisés du groupe 1 : a compter de la date d'entrée en vigueur de la CN, avant
le prochain vol aprés une inspection quotidienne ou une vérification avant vol au cours de laquelle une
fuite de carburant provenant d'un emplacement affecté est détectée, remplacer la piéce affectée a
chaque emplacement affecté par une piéce améliorée conformément aux instructions du SB.

(2) Pour les planeurs motorisés du groupe 1 : a moins que cela n'ait déja été fait, conformément au
paragraphe (1) de la CN, dans les 100 heures de vol suivant la date d'entrée en vigueur de la CN,
remplacer la piéce affectée a chaque emplacement concerné par une piéce améliorée conformément
aux instructions du SB.

(3) Pour les planeurs motorisés des groupes 1 et 2 : a compter de la date d'entrée en vigueur de la CN,
ne pas installer de piéce affectée a un emplacement affecté, ni aucun ensemble comportant une piéce
affectée installée a un emplacement affecté.
